R ACHE L HELD EVAN S Evans knows firsthand how a relationship
with the Bible can be as real and as com-
plicated as a relationship with a family
member or close friend. In Inspired, Evans explores contradictions and
questions from her own experiences with the Bible, including:

If the Bible was supposed to explain the mysteries of life, why does it
leave the reader with so many questions? What does it mean to be cho-
sen by God? To what degree did the Holy Spirit guide the preservation
of these narratives, and is there something sacred to be uncovered be-
neath all these human fingerprints?
