SCRIPTURE READINGS

OLD TESTAMENT READING Isaiah 25: 6-9

On this mountain the Lord of hosts will make for all peoples a feast of
rich food, a feast of well-aged wines, of rich food filled with marrow, of
well-aged wines strained clear.
